NOW COME Plaintiffs, T-Peg, Inc. and Timberpeg East, Inc. (collectively, “Timberpeg”
or “Plaintiffs”) and respectfully move for leave to file a reply memorandum to Defendants’ Brief
on Standing Pursuant to Court Order of March 28, 2008 (Docket Entry 153). In support of this
motion, Plaintiffs state as follows:

1. By Order dated March 28, 2008, the Court directed the parties to brief issues
concerning Plaintiffs’ standing to sue Defendants for copyright infringement and the
interpretation of a contract Plaintiffs’ used to convey their copyright interests.

2. Plaintiffs filed their brief on May 12, 2008 (Docket Entry 152) and Defendants
filed their brief on May 30, 2008 (Docket Entry 153).

3. By this motion, Plaintiffs now request leave to file a reply memorandum to
address arguments in Defendants’ brief that are misleading or irrelevant. A copy of the proposed

reply is attached hereto as Exhibit A.



4. Plaintiffs believe the reply will benefit the Court’s analysis of the standing issues
raised by its Order of March 28. In addition, granting the requested leave is appropriate in light
of the multiple “supplemental” memoranda Defendants have recently been granted leave to file.
See, e.g., Docket Entries 144 and 148 (Defendants’ supplemental memoranda on standing and
non-copyrightability).

5. Defendants do not assent to the relief requested by this motion. L.R. 7.1(c).

6. No memorandum of law is submitted with this motion as the relief requested is
within the sole discretion of the Court. L.R. 7.1(a)(2).

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs respectfully request that this Honorable Court:

A. Grant Plaintiffs leave to file the proposed reply attached hereto as Exhibit A;

B. Grant Plaintiffs such other and further relief as this Court deems just and
equitable.
